Requirements:

a. Take into account: personality, situations, decisions, relationships, etc.

b. Songs can be any genre (rap, rock, country, etc.)

i. Don’t forget grunge music was mentioned, so you can explore those lyrics

c. It may be a good idea to listen to the selected songs/video to ensure the overall tone matches the situation you’ve selected

2. Each song will be fully annotated by you (by hand)

a. Just like we did for the CAKE song, “The Distance,” in class

b. Copy and paste the song lyrics onto a Word document and print out

i. Try to fit the song lyrics on ONE page (reduce the font size if necessary)

ii. If the song has any expletives, please replace them with *****

3. You will choose ONE SONG to provide an ‘healthy’ paragraph analysis comparing the song to your chosen character
a. Your ‘healthy’ paragraph will be at least 6-7 sentences of information

i. Well-written using all of the techniques we’ve practiced in class

1. Topic sentence, connection to reader, elaboration/details from story, quotes from the song, ending sentence bringing everything full circle NO PLOT SUMMARY!
