Hints, Tips, and Reminders: 

Remember your grade will be an individual grade averaged with the groups, so you must work together!

Keep it creative!  You know how it feels to be sitting at your desk, barely listening, twirling your pencil, doodling on your worksheets, looking at the clock, and attempting to text while your teacher is trying desperately to keep your attention on the subject at hand.  This is NO different for your presentation.  Find ways to interest your audience with attention-grabbing sounds, fascinating graphics, eye-catching animations, and aesthetically pleasing backgrounds and fonts.

Since you are now masters on everything Bradbury, you should have the confidence in delivering the information to your classmates.  Keep your slides simple.  Only put the outline of the information you are going to discuss.  DO NOT make your slides text heavy and simply read the slides to the class - this is an insult to your audience’s intelligence.

I will be grading you on the overall content, your knowledge of the presented topic, creativity, effort and group presentation, fulfilling slides guidelines, and your public speaking etiquette.  Each of these categories will be worth 20 points.
